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1. BEGINNING: Writing a “hook”

Ask a question or make an interesting statement to "hook” your listener’s attention. For
example, "Have you ever wondered what your pets do when they're at home by
themselves? Then you would love the book Good Dog, Carl." You may want to start your

hook with "Have you ever..." or "Did you know..." Write your hook on the lines below. Be
sure to mention your book's title.

2. MIDDLE

Give information about your book that will make your listener want to read it, but don't
give away the ending!




3. END

Encourage the listener to read the book, and be sure to mention the book's title again.
For example, "If you like funny stories, you won't want to miss reading Library Lil."
Another idea: "Go straight to the library to check out your copy of Library Lil today."
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
